FROM THE HEADMASTER 
 
 This week has been a real bonus, not only in Edinburgh but also up in Angus: a balmy, early summer week of calm and 
rather beauti ful weather for all our games’ teams, but also for boys and girls who just want to go out in break or in the      
evening and enjoy Cargil field.  There is nothing better than mown grass, the rather sweet smell of the cut grass and the sound 
of ball on bat, whether it be cricket or rounders.  My treatment again has gone pretty well and I was delighted by the way the 
boys and girls accepted the very severe, shaved haircut of the Headmaster, and some of the parental comments have also 
helped me to come to terms with the following few months of looking a bit different!

Sophie Stanistreet came second in the British 
Mountaineering Youth Series; Olivia Warwick won a Silver Medal in the U12 category at the JudoScotland  Open           
Competition; Daniel Ewing has quali fied through to the Gigafinal of the UK Chess Challenge down at Manchester           
University, having done very well in his age-group in the quali fying in Edinburgh; Charlie Bainbridge, Hector McLean and 
Angus Holman-Baird only just missed out on going down with him, which is a tremendous effort by our main chess players;  
and despite many of our fencers being away in France, three of our team were placed in the final of their various competitions 
in the Scottish U12 Championships: Mariella Hall, Angus McCool Duncan and Zengani Nyirenda all  qualified for a finalist’s 
badge. 
 
 It is without doubt tremendous for the school to win major championships in the main sports, but for me at Cargil field, it  
does not matter whether a boy or a girl is trying his or her hardest in kayaking, sea-cli ff climbing, tennis or sailing, provided 
that they are not only enjoying taking part but also improving.  We feel that we are going in the right direction.  My thanks go 
to the individual teachers of these various events for their time and effort over the year.  JE

 Winning the toss, we chose to put our hosts into bat.  Opening with two 
spinners, Hall and Sole, runs were hard to come by and at 21 for 2 after 
10 overs, we were in the ascendency, as Louis, in particular, bowled 
with real control and deception; however, the introduction of medium 
pace saw some very short, ill-disciplined bowling which let the shackles 
off: all were guilty of bowling too many “ 4 balls” which the Merchiston 
boys dispatched gleefully off the back foot to the boundary.  We have to 
pitch the ball up and the captain needs to be ruthless – with himself too – 
and take people off who cannot bowl a good length.  Pleasingly, we 
fielded well and effected a sharp run out, but we dropped a couple of 
catches which was disappointing; Geordie captained pretty well,       
supporting his bowlers and keeping his fielders on their toes.            
Merchiston amassed a mammoth 141 for 6 from their 40 overs.  . Both  
our openers were dismissed very quickly and this brought Hamish Imrie 
and Tom Sole to the crease with the score at 14 – 2, and 141 looked a 
long way off; however, batting patiently and with real concentration in 
the face of some accurate and hostile bowling, they rotated the strike                   
intelligently with quick singles – almost playing tip and run – and this 
visibly frustrated the Merchiston attack.  They put on 72 runs in 21 
overs, neither of them giving a chance; the most remarkable statistic is 
that they only hit two boundaries between them, meaning that they had 
to do an awful lot of running between the wickets. David Gaffney also 
batted very well, continuing the excellent running and also              
bludgeoning a couple of boundaries just at the right time. When Hamish 
was adjudged LBW in the 36th over, after two hours, for a very well 
played 48, another 11 runs were still needed, and despite a little wobble, 
we continued to pinch the singles even though the field was in close, and 
never looked like being run out: all that practice paid off when Cameron 
McLean and Ruairidh Davidson scampered through for the winning run 
with just two balls remaining in the match .  A quite remarkable run 
chase which kept the spectators on the edge of thei r seats and the coach 
biting his nails .  Very well done all of you: a great victory but some 
work needed on the bowling front.

2008

Unfortunately the weather let us down on the Sunday, and a sailing trip had to be curtailed, due 
to high winds. The alternative visit to Castelet meant a journey through the most wonderful countryside to an idyllic village 
made up of honey stoned cottages and shops selling goods made by the local artisans; a perfect place for souvenir hunting.

Form Four visit to New Lanark 
  
 For our history topic Form 4 visited New Lanark, a late 18th 
century village built up around three cotton mills beside the 
River Clyde.  Our guide Ronnie took us first to the cramped 
mill worker’s house, and the first thing we saw was the small 
set-in beds with thin curtains behind which the adults could get 
dressed.  ‘Hurlers’  were beds with tiny wheels that slept at least 
six children uncomfortably and were ‘hurled’  out from under 
the set-in beds. 
In the theatre we listened to an interesting story told to us by 
the ghost of a mill girl, Annie McLeod. She lived in New    
Lanark at the time of Robert Owen the philanthropist who  
created the village, and went to school there. When Annie was 
ten she started work at the cotton mill working as a            
scavenger—quite a dangerous job!  
      We then hurried to the schoolroom and were amazed at the 
size of the room. There were lots of biggish windows and a 
high ceiling. We were surprised that the children in those days 
wore a uniform. The uniform was made of white cotton with a 
purple ribbon round the bottom and the chest. We saw an  
enormous globe. There was also an abacus which children did 
tricky sums with. 
      Afterwards we visited the deafening, stinking cotton mill 
number three. We could hear the loud noises of the machinery 
before we entered the old stone building. It was fast and     
complicated, powered by the water from the River Clyde.  It 
proved to be a most interesting and thought-provoking visit 

LECTURE: INSIGHT INTO BLINDNESS 
 
Last week Mr Roger Elgood visited Cargilfield, along with his guide 
dog Angus, to talk to Forms 4, 5 and 6 about what it is like to be blind 
in today’s world.  It was a real privilege to welcome Roger to           
Cargilfi eld for the second time; Roger has visited all three of my Prep 
Schools and he gives one of the most   superb lectures to the children   
He became blind over 20 years ago and all that time he has been      
lecturing to school children all over the country entertaining them as 
well as giving them a  valuable insight into blindness.  This time was no 
different, and Mr Elgood came armed with a variety of technical       
gizmos designed to make his life at home much easier: we had talking 
scales, watches with Braille numbers, water levellers which squeaked,   
telescopic white sticks, a gadget which tells what colour clothes you are 
wearing and many, many more.  As always, there were lots and lots of 
questions afterwards from a highly inquisitive audience and one of the 
interesting facts to emerge was that a bible written in Braille took up 75      
volumes!  Our thanks to Mr Elgood for a fascinating talk and one we 
will all remember for a long time.
