CARGILFIELD CHALLENGE WEEKEND 
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1st XI Hockey 2008 
 
 Defeated Loretto U14 B       5 – 3 
Defeated Fettes College        5 – 1 
Defeated Glenalmond U14   5 – 0 
 
Having won two and drawn two of our first four matches, it was grand to get cracking with the goals in the next three.  Five goals in 
each of the last three games tells quite a lot about the side and the progress has continued just before and after hal f term. 
 
Against Loretto – having already played their U13s the previous week – we were able to use our speed and our skill to defeat a much 
bigger side.  After an initial opening, we managed to keep our width and shape and although we tired in the second hal f to let  in two 
goals right at the end we never really looked threatened. 
 
The 1st XI played very well on a cold night at Glenalmond against a group of boys who, due to the weather in Perhshire had yet to 
play a match this season.  Hamish Imrie our captain played some excellent hockey, showing his individual skill; the back line of    
defence was rarely troubled.  David Gaffney had a better game on the right side and he took his goal very well.  Tom Sole continues 
to dominate at the rear and he was helped tonight particularly by Hugo MacMillan.  When we were 3 – 0 up at hal f time Glenalmond 
brought on some of their ‘A’ team players, but the team continued to play well as a side, and made it 5 – 0 at the end. 
 
The 5 – 1 defeat of Fettes was rather surprising considering Fettes had already beaten Craigclowan.  This was certainly the best      
performance of the season so far and the whole team played excellently.  Max Skinner played very well on his introduction to 1st XI 
hockey on the right wing and the defence as ever ably controlled the back.  Rory and Hamish continued to cause havoc in the middle 
of the field and Lewis Rasmusen took his hat-trick very well indeed up front. 
 
Well done to all the side on these three matches and we shall have to keep at it as there are some tough games coming up, including 
two competitions. 

U11 v  Fettes 
Won 6 - 0 
We played 8-a-side on hal f of a full sized Astro for the first  
time this season.  It was a bit of a scrappy affair but it had a 
few moments of excellent link play and this showed what the 
boys are capable of.  Too many straight balls in the first half 
didn’t make pretty viewing and although we scored 4 goals, 
against a stronger team, we would have been all at sea.  It was 
not until the second half that the game developed into a better 
contest as both sides improved their all round play.  Rory  
Skinner did more running down the right wing and sent a few 
balls in from the right; however, we needed to be more       
aggressive with our shooting.  Hugo MacMillan did well     
despite having just finished playing a whole game for the 1st 
XI.  He linked up well with the front line and tracked back in 
defence.  Man of the match, however, was Raife Stirling-
Langley on the left wing, who showed a lot of individual skill 
in beating his     opposite man, as well as looking to check back 
and then send crosses in; he also took his goal well at the back 
post.  We won 6-0; however, the score line was a little         
fl attering.  We must work on passing wide but more            
importantly getting our feet in the correct position before   
crossing or shooting - good chances were missed today as a 
result of lazy footwork.   

U10 Girls v Loretto 
 
Cargilfi eld won this match 5 goals to 1 after a terri fi c display of 
passing and moving into space.  Charlotte Steele and Flora 
McMicking showed good skill on the ball; however, they both 
must remember to stay wide when on the wings.  Skipper,  
Hermione Campbell, did a great deal of running around and 
linked the attack and defence well.  Victoria Lillington was solid 
at the back and cleared the danger well.  The goals were taken 
well by Lauren Menzie, partnered by Sophie Cook in attack.  
Points to remember for next time:  keep looking around for   
support and pass the ball sooner, before the opposition get a 
chance to tackle; also, much more communication is needed to 
allow players to know where their team mates are. Well done all   
players on a good team performance.  Player of the match was 
Victoria Lillington for her strong tackling and no-nonsense   
defending. 

U9A Girls v Loretto 
 
A solid performance by Cassia Roberts, Daisy McNab and 
Eloise Wordie in defence saw the Under 9A team win by 3 goals 
to nil.  The defenders showed the importance of being strong 
with the stick when stopping the ball and also cleared the ball  
well when in immediate danger.

 On Tuesday 5th  February, all the P3   
children visited the mosque at Potterrow. 
We all took our shoes off and went into 
the large prayer hall. There was a mihrab 
on the wall which showed the direction of    
Mecca. The minbar was the raised plat-
form for the Imam to preach on Fridays. 
There was a huge carpet with white lines 
to keep those praying in straight lines. We 
saw the five clock faces that tell the times 
of the daily prayers. The people had to 

wash themselves before they prayed and wear clothes that 
covered most of their bodies. We heard that the main prayer 
day was Friday at around noon. Sometimes there had to be 
people outside as this hall was filled. There could be 1200 
people at the same meeting! There were special stands for the 
Qu’ran, their holy book. This book was in Arabic which goes 
from right to left. Most Muslims tried to memorise the Qu’ran 
by heart ! There was a special gallery upstairs for the women 
to keep their privacy. We saw a lovely picture of the huge 
mosque at Mecca which every Muslim should visit during 
Hajj once in their lives. There is Arabic School for children 
aged 7+ after school and on Saturdays. Adults can also go to 
classes in  Arabic at the mosque. 
We enjoyed the trip and now understand far more about 
mosques and Muslims. Thanks to Mrs Myerscough for      
joining us again!
