Below is an outline of the main curricular areas that your child will be learning about in Nursery this term. Please be aware that this is a very broad outline and that Nursery planning changes regularly in response to the children’s interests.
Please note that your child will continue to work on their individual next steps and the below outcomes/ objectives are very much child dependent and include objectives for both pre and ante pre-school aged children.

	 
Numeracy
 
 
	· Recognising, identifying, counting, ordering & writing numbers 0-5, 0-10
· Explore different ways of showing quantities up to 5 or 10 such as with dice, fingers, Numicon or actions.
· Introduce the language more and less and use physical objects to find 1 more or one less than numbers to 5 or 10.
· Talk about size and introduce size related language.
· Grouping and ordering objects using different criteria.
· Recognise, copy, complete and create simple patterns.
· Use and explore 2D shapes. 


	 
Literacy
 
 
	· Nursery rhymes
· Introducing story language, characters and story sequencing.
· Develop listening skills and awareness of when to talk and when to listen.
· Introduce Phase 1 Phonics- Developing sound awareness - listening to sounds in the environment.
· Continue to develop the correct pencil grip and use this to make marks in line with their own development.
· Practise writing their name – independently using the correct letter formation (Pre children only), copying and using dotted letters to trace the letters in their name.
· Hears and identifies the first letter in their name (Pre children only)
· Starting to recognise their name and those of the other children in their group.
· Developing their use of topic vocabulary within discussions.
· Discuss their likes and dislikes.
· Introduce topic related language to further develop vocabulary.
· Develop their ability to talk in full sentences using some detail.
· Introducing question words, who, what, where, when, why.
